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Etiology of Sex Offences and Intervention Strategy

This paper is a preliminary literature review to give lights on the importance of academic
research on sex offences. First, definition and etiological factors of sex offences were introduced
and then it was attempted to classify offensive behaviors. Furthermore, it was explored on which
aspects of our criminal justice system the research results in the \Western societies could be
applied. Related to recidivism research, risk factors were explored again and  intervention
strategies were investigated to reduce the future risk of sex offenders. Finally, these findings
were evaluated for the applicability to Korean criminal justice system.
