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ABSTRACT

This study was carried out to clarify the distribution of vascular plants and their
usefulness in Irwolsan of Gyeongbuk (1218.5m,36 ° 45" 00”7 ~36 ° 50" 10 ” N, 129° 02"’
50”7 ~ 129 ° 09’ 00 ” E). The vascular plants collected 16 times (from May, 2002, to May,
2003) were consisted of total 740 taxa; 105 families, 381 genera, 618 species, 6 subspecies,
104 varieties and 12 forms. Among them, edible, medicinal, industrial, ornamental and
unknown of usefulness plants were 315 taxa, 428 taxa, 100 taxa, 84 taxa, 201 taxa,
respectively. Korean endemic plants of this area were 22 taxa, and Law-protected plants by
Ministry of Environment were 6 taxa. The naturalized plants were 27 taxa, therefore
naturalized ratio was 3.6%, and Urban index 9.7%.
