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Visitors' Attitudes to National Park Use and
Managerial Attributes in Woraksan National Park’
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to provide basic visitor information for developing effective
park management strategies. To accomplish the purpose of this study, a questionnaire survey
was carried out in major entry points in Woulaksan National Park. As for the results, socio-
economic characteristics of the visitors parks were similar to the findings of previous studies of
national park visitors. Visitors' overall attitudes to national park use were preservation-ori-
ented and significance levels of 18 management- related attributes were perceived as from nor-
mal to not serious. Visitors' recreation satisfaction levels with the area was relatively high.
