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The Strategic Management of Customer Participation

in Internet Environments

Abstract

Recent market environment shows a new relationship between customer and
company, which you could not observe in the past. Customers now are used to various
benefits through the participation of marketing process. It is no wonder that customers
visit company web site, gather a lot of information about the product on the website,
and express their satisfaction and opinions about the product. Furthermore, these
activities are being made ubiquitously. -

Despite the fact there are a lot of customer participation in the Internet environment,
Customers Participation has been given little attention in the academic literature. This
study explores the effect of the properties of Internet infra on customers participation.
The implications of this study are as follows.

First, by reviewing the literature on the performance and process of customers
participation in the marketing activities, this study identifies why customers did not
participate in the marketing activities under non-Internet environment.

Second, this study identifies the properties of Internet infra influencing customers
informative participation.

Third, we suggest some managerial strategies for enhancing the performance of a
company by customer participation.

Consequently, we suggest managerial implications for completely different marketing
strategies in response to customers participation in the marketing activities under the
digital environment.
