1. Sort out useless materials from others, and then eliminate those from the job

site.
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2. Specify procedures for storing tools and equipment correctly with defining
work orders, and store them in the defined places as per the procedures.
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3. Indicate roads clearly with adequate marks and signs, and keep the passage
clean with maintaining worktables neatly to prevent people from tripping,
slipping and falling over.
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4. When carrying and storing materials, put those in good order from the first
to prevent the others from working on them again
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5. Do not spill oils over floors, and if spilt, the spills shall be eliminated with
using sawdust immediately.
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6. Do not leave things in front of extinguishers, fire-hydrants, door-ways,
emergency exits and entrances for transformers.
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7. Containers for flammable, ignitable or explosive substances shall have
adequate labels and be kept in safe places specified in the operating

procedures.
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8. Various pipelines for gas, air or power shall not cross over the road or rail,
and if not avoided, those lines shall have adequate covers to protect them
from crashes.
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
