Safety Guidelines for Handling Lengthy Objects
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1. When transporting lengthy objects bearing on the shoulder, such as pipes,
logs, etc, the front end of the object needs to be kept a little higher than the
height of the carrier, and pay full attention not to hit anything or anybody
by the rear part of the object.
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2.1f possible, it is recommended to transport a lengthy object by two people
(when moving forward, the taller locates in the back side).
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3. When transporting several of lengthy objects, they should be handled as a
bundle after binding both ends with ropes.
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4. When lowering lengthy object, put it down slowly without throwing away:.
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5.When transporting an object, front view of the carrier shall not be
interrupted.
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6. When arriving at a crosswalk or a corner while transporting a lengthy and
wide object, always stop and watch left and right carefully before moving
on again.
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
