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A Study of Establishing the Rationable Theme Park Farm Model of

Rural Tourism

ABSTRACT

As theme park farms, which attract noticeably low interest from the government, have
gained their own managerial skills for a long time, we can now find many successful
cases. This study showed there were four types of tourism villages; those that were
experienced in the harvesting and sale of agricultural products, farm sleeping, recreational
and leisure, and food. I also suggested the successful management model according to
each type. The results show the recreational and leisure type had the highest annual
income out of all four groups. The total income of recreational and leisure type villages
were 260,000 thousand won which is more when compared to 110,000 thousand won for
sleeping, 60,000 thousand won for food, and 40,000 thousand won for harvesting
agricultural products. The ratios of capital productivity (net income/invest) were 12.4 for
recreation and leisure, 7.7 for food, 6.9 for farm stay, and 2.89 for harvesting. I suggest
that farm managers should be satisfied with farm management and the priority of
improving farm .management should focus on the development of specific products within
each farm.
