Directions for Storing Operations |
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1. If the floor of the storing place is not flat, make it even to ensure safe operation by
laying boards on it, and when piling any rolling sphere objects, make them stable
by fixing with chocks.
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2. When stacking materials, the height shall be kept within the limit specified as safe,
and it should be borne in mind that the safe limit of stacked height may differ
depending on the hazardous properties such as types and weight of the materials,
the supporting force of the floor, etc.
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3. Stored materials shall be made stable by supporting with pillars or by binding up
with ropes.
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4. When storing materials inside of a house, keep sufficient distance from its ceiling
and do not store materials close to light bulbs or pipes.
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5. Do not store materials close to passages or doorways because they may become
obstacles to carrying cargos, staff’ s passing or fire fighting activities.
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6. When loading cargos on any carriage device, the stored weight shall be kept within
the allowable safety limit of the device.
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7. No matter how short the distance is, fasten the carrying object tightly in order not
to be thrust or fall down.
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8. While storing materials, store heavier and larger objects at the lower part while
lighter and smaller ones to the upper part.
