Safety Rules for Fire Prevention ||
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1. Be fully aware of the locations of emergency exits in order to use effectively
whenever needed
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2. Be well aware of the locations of fire alarms, and also be well familiar with
the way how the alarm system is operated.
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3. When fulfilling fire works such as welding, cutting and so forth, commence
those works after eliminating flammable and/or combustible materials
from the work place with furnishing a fire-extinguisher nearby.
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4. When fulfilling fire works, conduct those works after taking appropriate
measures for the sparks generated not to penetrate through a crack of the
wall.
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5. When conducting fire works in a confined space, undertake the works after
providing ample ventilation
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6. A sign showing the location of each fire extinguisher should be attached at
the place for easy recognition, and workers shall be properly trained for
how to use them
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7. Appropriate grounding shall be provided to prevent spark generation while
oil filling.
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
