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The relation between Dong-tuibogam and

It is well-known fact that Korean medicine is related to Taocism. Dong-tibogam( ) was
written by Heo-Jun(FF#%) in Jo-seon(#iff) dynasty. Heo-Jun complied all of past studies on Korean
medicine in this book. On the basis of Naegyoung(P3%%), he accepted the theory of four eminent
physicians of the Kiim and Won Dynasty (2 t##R) in ancient China and Eubangyouchui(8 i%i%),
Ulrimch' waryo( MR %), Hyang-vakiipsongbang (HE4£5 #) in Jo-seon. Especially, Dong-tiibogam is
so characteristic of Taoism than any other medical books written in China or Korea before. In this
study, I researched the relation between Dong-iiibogam and Taosim on the views of authors,

organization, reference books, contents.
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
