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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the meaning of leisure experiences in the lives
of unmarried women. To accomplish this purpose, this study focused on the cultural context of
leisure activity of unmarried women. A total of 4 participants were selected through the process
of purposive sampling. An ethnographic data was collected by the method of 'experiential
description’ phenomenologically based data on the leisure experience, participant observation,
and in—depth interview. All verbal data from experiential description, participation observation,
and in—depth interview were tape recorded and later transcribed, and analyzed through constant
comparative method based on the phenomenological analysis.

The following findings were the result of this study.

three definitional components of leisure experience of unmarried women were identified as

follows: 1) enjoyment and interest, 2) escape, and 3) freedom.
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
