Drawing on
the work of Taylor (1989; 1996), Croft (2001; 2003), Haspelmath (1997; 2003),
and -&A3} (2003), we compare the meanings of Korean and English posses-
sive constructions and seek a more linguistically based account for the data.

It is used in such ways as uchi
no kaisha (our company), uchi no hito (my husband), uchi no
yatsu (my wife) and uchi no machi (our town). ... “Unlike your
boss, uchi wa ...” means ‘my boss’. “Uchi no wa just entered

kindergarten” means ‘my child’.

Uchi very bluntly expresses the sense of identity. It refers to the
place or group with which one has a sense of solidarity. The oppo-

site is soto (outside) which at times is in an adversary relationship.
