Abstract

This study examines the definitions and the scopes of risk, crisis, and disaster management in narrow and wide sense. Gen-
erally, the meanings and the scopes of these terms have been used in a very confused manner, and that is the main reason of the
difficulty of interdisciplinary approach to disaster related study.
