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Early Wittgenstein's ngic and Metaphysics

In his recent paper "Early Wittgenstein, Logic, and
Metaphysics" Professor Jinho Kang argues that there has been an
important change in Wittgenstein's view on the nature of logic
between October 1913 and December 1916, which resulted in his
change of attitude toward metaphysics. In my paper, raising some
questions regarding his basic assumptions and arguments, I
attempt to show that Professor Kang's paper fails to provide

convincing solution to the points at issue.
