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Can the theory of agent causation be a help to an agent's
control?

In this paper I explore the theory of agent causation proposed
by T. O'Connor. According to the theory, we can't explain an
agent's control over his intention and action without appealing to
‘agent causes events'(shortly, ACEs). But I argue that ACEs can't
be a help to an agent's control over his intention and action. For
this T show that reason-responsiveness is a necessary condition for
an agent's control. In order for ACEs to help in explaining an
agent's  control, ACEs must be able to  satisfy
'reason-responsiveness condition’. But, ACEs fail to satisfy the
condition. For this reason, I conclude that ACEs can't be a help

to an agent's control over his intention and action.
