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Jamshil Church is located in Garak-dong, Songpa-gu, Seoul. The church had
decided to purchase new site for its learning center across the main street
to the east near Gaerong park, because it has comparatively small land to
accommodate its new facility. This learning center houses a complex of
facilities, such as children’s home, book cafe, Coffee shop, chapel, seminar
room, small performance room, missionary office and basement parking
garage. This church facility is used heavily in Sunday but less in weekdays.
Therefore, Jamshil Church wanted this learning center to be designed as a

beginning which can restore relationship between church and neighboring

, careful considerations were given in the selection of facilities from the
community and reflects its various needs. As a result, this learning center
becomes a symbol of the harmanious coexistence between the church and
the neighbars

The main hall in the 1s

level, somewhat similar to that of "Maru” in
traditional Korean residence which takes all traffics at the heart of the
house, is a book café and works as a salon at the learning center.
