Goyang, Gyeonggi-do is building up targe complexes such as hallyuworld, chinatown, puzzle,
aquarium, one mount and business hotel, etc. in Korea International Exhibition Complex and
changing itself expecting to jump to the center of Northeast Asian trade. Of them, Lakins Mall
is a complex commercial support facility for the International Exhibition Center, serving as a
landmark and NODE of the nature axis that connects the greens in the complex and the resting
place of the new town. Also beyond sale in the form of existing SELL-BUY mode, culture,
entertainment, shopping and resting are possible, and it is a comnplex commercial facilities
in the form of ONE-DAY COMPLEX where a family can spend a day at a place together. By
designing department store, supermarket, shopping mall, and the interior and environment of
public section of the theater, linking theme park and sky park utilizing rooftop space positively
and reflecting a new differentiated living trend, it was planned to position itself as a celebrated
place of the area sufficiently.

Lakins Mall set Beauty + Food as theme in which the main target of 30s and 40s and the sub-
target of families are mostly interested through the several reverifications of initial concepts
To link the main anchor in the form of inner mall, the public pedestrian pathway that brought
the break of the building on the district unit plan was used as life style street, and the
revitalization of commerce through the form of complex mall that can be hardly seen in the
country by planning a deck outdoors and placing a shopping mall in the form of OUT MALL.
Also, the independent core and public core were dispersed an distributed grasping the flow
of customers’ movernent, the most important thing for tevel plan to solve the chronic issue of
the complex commercial facility due to the difference in business hours. And to easily move to
the shop one wants, linking flow between facilities was secured, and a DYNAMIC space was
created so that rest and interest would remain by using atrium and open space.

The northern lakeside, the main entrance/exit of the department store is the axis of the
URBAN CENTER, reflecting on modern Grand Scale design while the southern park reflected
on Hurnan Scale design using light details of warm colors with the axis of COMMUNITY PARK.
Lakins Mall was planned as a building that adapts itself to the spatiality of the city rather than
the one to try to show splendid exterior to those who faced the building for the first time and
the one that could be remembered long rather than for the momentary event,

For the parking lot planned on four underground floors, two entry ramps {one for customers
and one for freights] were planned separately to reduce external traffic congestion, and
eliminating the congestion of vehicles by putting exit ramps so that one can go out right from
the parking lot on each floor is the characteristic of the parking plan differentiated from other
commercial facilities. rear facilities and facility utility zone were vertically zoned intensively, and
core for each facility and core for public use were separately planned and had a clear vertical
flow of movement so that the user could move to where he or she wanted. Bl
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
