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<Abstract>

This study has developed on Virtues Project program, which enhances parent communication abilities. The purpose of this
study is to verify the improvement on parent communication skills after taking a program. To obtain effective children educational
direction, we have offered assistance to the parents that understanding the importance of the parental instruction, improvement
of the relationship between parents and children.

To enhance the parent communication ability, this program is consisted of five virtue strategies, structured activity programs
and various self-examination for attending parents to the program rather than listening the lecture. This program is consists
of six session with two hours each session for six weeks. I have studied 26 subjects and they were divided into experiment
group and control group.

According to this study, this program works on improving parent communication skills. Namely, experiment group showed

significant enhancement of communication abilities compared to that of control group.
