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Exploration of Smart Work Benefits from the Perspectives of
Individual, Firm, and Social Support

m Abstract m

In this paper, we attempted to theorize the multi-faceted impacts of smart work on economic activities. In this
vein, we adopted socio-economic perspective which includes individual, firm, and social support aspects, and explored
the variables related to the quality of life among them. First, smart work patterns are categorized as telework, mobile
office, teleconferencing, and social collaboration. And relevant variables are extracted with reference to industrial cases
and relevant literatures which investigated economic impacts of digital convergence. Next, with the data collected from
experts, following delphi method, validation of variables and explorations of significant factors affecting quality of life
were conducted by adopting stepwise regression method. The distinguishing traits of this research are two-folds. The
one is the investigation of social support and quality of life aspects of smart work, which has been relatively limited
in the digital convergence research field. The other is the comparative analysis of smart work advantages by
distinguishing individual and firm aspects separately. The result offers useful insights for socio-economic perspective
