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The image of Elderly perceived by age of 4 and 5 years.
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Abstract: This study was designed to analyze the perceptions of 4 and 5 years old children on the elderly, and
how different the perceptions were according to the experience of living with grandparents. The subjects of the
study were 54 children, 4 and 5 years old K kindergarten in H city. In the procedure of study, the children
were asked to draw pictures of the elderly images, and individual interviews. The findings as follows. firstly,
that the most positive perception of the children on the elderly was family-relationship and the most negative
perception was physical feature. Secondly, Images for the elderly did not differ according to the experience of
living with a grandparent. Based on these results, this study provides the basis for the research on
understanding culture and communication between generations and gives useful information on developing of a

generation program.
