They were highly satisfied with the teaching capacity of the
professors but less satisfied with the practical training equipment in terms of the department operation
method. It is expected to improve the learning environment of the beauty-related department through this
research and continue to study the measures to improve satisfaction of the college students of the
beauty-related departments for the curriculum and the operation methods of the curriculum.
