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Abstract The purpose of this study was to develop a cognitive rehabilitation program based on the cognitive
activities of the elderly with mild dementia using the weekly care facilities in Daegu city memory and to
provide useful welfare services for the elderly with mild dementia. In Korea, there is not much development of
community-based integrated intervention program for demented patients who are still in the present situation.
The results of this study suggest that the cognitive rehabilitation program for the elderly with mild dementia is
suitable to be applied as a group in the case of community based protective editorials and may be a basis for
management of mild dementia patients. It seems that there may be differences in the appropriate intervention
methods and effects. Therefore, it is expected that the individualized customized strategy will maximize the effect.
Therefore, more specific and individualized nursing intervention program should be concurrently developed.
