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Abstract The purpose of this study is to identify the influence of emotion on friend relationship and school life
satisfaction of elementary school students attended dance program in school sports club. With questionaires, 350
participants surveyed attended dance program in school sports club. First, the emotion of elementary school students
attended dance program in school sports club influenced on friend relationship significantly. Second, the emotion
of elementary school students attended dance program in school sports club influenced on school life satisfaction
significantly. Third, the friend relationship of elementary school students attended dance program in school sports
club influenced on school life satisfaction.
