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A Study on the Research Trends of the Influential Factors on
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Abstract The study provided basic data that could be used for future research by identifying trends in the factors
that affect the multicultural acceptability of Korean teens from 2008 to 2017. Research methods have searched for
papers using keywords from ‘Multicultural’, ‘Youth’, ‘Middle School Student’, ‘High School Student’ and
‘Acceptance’ in academic data base. As a result of analysis, journal articles and dissertations soared as of 2012, and
the academic field identified the largest number of studies being carried out in the field of social science and
pedagogy. Quantitative research and cross-sectional study were the most important methods of previous research. On
the other hand, few studies have concurrently analyzed new factors related to multicultural acceptability. The results
of this study indicate the need for a combined analysis of the new factors that may affect the multicultural
acceptability of adolescents.
