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Abstract

Purpose: This study examined the status of sexual knowledge, contraception knowledge and sexual
attitude of nursing students and analyzed the factors affecting the differences, relationships and vari-
ables among the three variables according to the general characteristics provided basic data for
planning practice of sex education and counseling programs for nursing students.

Methods: To measure the sexual knowledge, contraception knowledge and sexual attitude of nursing
university students, questions were organized using the questionnaires of kiml), Heo2) and Ho2).
The study subjects were university students, the collected data were analyzed using the IBM SPSS
Statistics 21.0 program.

Results: The results obtained from this study are as follows. the sex knowledge of nursing college
students was 77.5 and contraceptives 62.5. the higher sex knowledge they have and the more open
sex attitude they have, the higher sex and contraception knowledge they have. the relationship be-
tween sex knowledge, contraception knowledge and sex attitude of nursing university students has
been found to be correlated.

Conclusion: The significance of this study is that it provided basic necessary data for planning
practice of sex education and counseling programs for nursing university students by investigating

the status of sexual knowledge, contraception and sexual attitude among nursing university students.
