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The Influence of Sense of Humor by Instructors and Learning Motivation upon
Major Satisfaction Among Nursing students
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the influence of sense of humor by instructors
and learning motivation in major satisfaction in nursing students. Data were collected from 160
nursing students of D university in Gyoungsaingbuk-do using structured questionnaires. Data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics, t—test, ANOVA, Scheffe test, Pearson’s correlation
analysis, and multiple regression, conducted using IBM SPSS Statistics 22. The results showed
that a sense of humor by instructors and learning motivation were the factors affecting major
satisfaction of nursing students. Therefore, it is necessary to have programs to develop the sense
of humor of the instructors and to increase the capacity of the instructor in order to increase the
satisfaction of the nursing college students. In addition, a concrete strategy to improve learning

motivation of nursing college students should be established.
