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Abstract

This study was conducted to reflect on the 30th anniversary of the Korean Home Economics Education Association(hereafter
KHEEA) and to put forth a vision and a mission statement. To meet this purpose, first, reflection points were including the
achievements of KHEEA for the last 30 years, the status of home economics education, themes of the bi-annual conferences
of the Association, and the social contribution of home economics teachers. It was revealed that research and instruction in
home economics education thrived by addressing social needs through its efforts in its 30 years of history. Second, a vision
and a mission of home economics education were proposed in order to explore the prospective role of home economics education.
The sharing of vision and mission functions as an ideal value and goal that home economics education as a profession should
pursue, and it leads home economics professions to the direction that it should pursue. From this study, acting on a vision
and a mission of home economics education, will lead to the development of a free individual, free society and sustainable
environment, ultimately achieving the total well-being of individuals and families, society, and environment. This study reached

the conclusion that the role of home economics education will become more prominent in the future society.
