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Abstract The purpose of this study was to identify the relationships between Korean traditional culture
awareness, Korean dance image, cultural heritage preservation, and the intention for Korean teens to
experience Korean dance. The respondents were 459 middle and high school students within Seoul and
the Gyeonggi Province. The following results were obtained: First off, it was discovered that only
interest in Korean traditional culture had a significant impact on the image of Korean dance. Also that
Korean traditional culture education and utilization create the overall impact on the image of Korean
dance. Secondly, the image of Korean dance was found to have a significant impact on the preservation
of Korean cultural heritage. Next, the image of Korean dance was found to have a significant impact
on the intention of teens to experience Korean dance. Finally, cultural heritage preservation was not
found to have a significant impact on the teens intention to experience Korean dance.
