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Out loud is @ word that means to make sounds that other people
can hear. The story of this building started with this, became a
concept and a name for the building. The building is located in
a newly constructed urban development zone outside Gwangju
Metropolitan City. As the elderly say, at the time of planning
the building, all around here were paddy fields. This is the
starting point of this building. The purpose of the building was a
commercial house, so its existence had to be revealed. We need a
starting point and a plan to focus on a blank ground. We have to
make sounds that everyone can hear and see. We thought it was
important to differenciate ourselves from other commercial ones,
We conducted diverse studies on standing faces. A bold gable
roof was placed on top, a neat box-shaped mass below, and an
external terrace was built between the two masses. When the sun
sets, the two masses are visually seperated making a dramatic
atmosphere. The bolder the plan is, the more urgent it is to consult
with a landlord. We had to convey the intentions of the plan. With
the landlord’s agreement, the process went ahead with joyfulness.
The first and second floor were planned for the malls, and the
third and fourth floor were for the landlord’s residence. The first
floor was planned to be a rental space and landlord’s business
place by dividing. In line with the real estate trend, we made it
possible for the source of income to arise through a building.
The landlord’s cafe took its first place on the first floor. The huge
area of the second floor is an extension of the function of it, By
reflecting the landlor's idea, the space was left as it was without
any compartments. It is planned in a realaxing layout so that
visitors can enjoy independent time and space. The third floor has
a public space as a function of the first floor of residence. What's
special about this place is “ hiding place ” for dad. We hid the
space inside the wall and the door in the same color as the wall.
Because the work place and residence exist together, we wanted
to give dad a relaxing spot. On the third floor, a kitchen and a

living room were arranged to keep the privacy of landlords who
often invite guests and we allowed their children to experience
a large space. Each floor has its own terrace to enjoy different
views and it was planned for each terrace, allowing double-
income couples to engage in outdoor activities with their children
anytime, regardless of time. The interior stairs leading to the fourth
floor are arranged between the terrace and the living room to give
children another playground. Children go up and down the stairs
and see their mother cooking on one side and an outdoor terrace
on the other. The fourth floor was planned as a private space for
the family. After finishing the work, the family heads to the fourth
floor together. Main bathroom and separate rooms have been
arranged. The Bathroom and a laundry room have minimized
a housewife’s movement by planning a door in stead of walls
so that they can communicate with each other. The rooms of
children of different sexes are variable. They use the two spaces as
a function of the playroom and bedroom now, and when children
grow up, they can be separated and used as independent rooms,
On the fourth floor, The family can experience a unique space
with a high floor height and sloping sides by planning the roof line
as it is. The volume of each space and the narrow corridors were
expanded so that a wider sense of space could be felt than the
actual area. The high ceiling and the facing wall were designed to
create a bright and pleasant atmosphere at all times. The plan is
based on the hope that housing will be a fun playground for the

family beyond the function of a simple "home." Currently, it has

become a crowded cafe and private house where "good sound"
is always continued as we hoped, as the second child was born in
hostess” womb at the beginning of the plan. Through this design
process, we found answers to questions about how far building
plans can affect a family and people using space. | think the joy
of seeing people happy is the best happiness that only architects
can experience.
