Third, the words used to
explain traditional costumes were used in the form of culture, excellence, tradition, modernity, harmony,
succession, etc. except for the types of clothing. Therefore, the results and discussions derived from this study
are expected to help the textbooks to be efficiently selected and used in the field of the front line school along
with the correct understanding of traditional culture in the process of selecting traditional culture contents
and illustrations.
