Abstract The purpose is a qualitative study on the search for career paths of nursing students after visiting the
National Institute of Science and Investigation. Participants in this study were 13 people who participated in the
National Institute of Science and Investigation visit program during a club event for 3rd graders at a university
in M city, Gyeongsangbuk-do. Data collection was made through a self-report within 48 hours of visiting the
National Institute of Science and Investigation. The collected data were analyzed using Krippendorff's
phenomenological method. As a result of analyzing the experiences of nursing students' visits to the National
Institute of Forensic Science, 3 categories, 6 themes, and 20 meaningful statements were identified. The three
categories were derived from “Beyond the boundaries of the nursing profession,” “The difference between drama
and reality”, and “Challenge in a new field”. As a result of this study, it was confirmed that the experience of
visiting the National Institute of Forensic Science provided an understanding of forensic nurses and had
opportunities for various social participation attitudes as nurses. In addition, it is expected to be used as basic
data useful for career guidance and student counseling in the future, and it is expected to be used as basic data
for educational demand structure and educational development for forensic nurses.
