Factors influencing Nursing Students' Perceived Attitude
toward Professional Responsibility for Child Abuse
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Abstract This study is a descriptive research study to confirm the effects of nursing students' perceived
professional responsibility, attitude toward corporal punishment of children, perceived degree of
behavioral control, and attitude toward professional responsibility for child abuse. Data collection was
from September 1 to 30, 2021, and the collected data were statistically analyzed using the SPSS 22.0
program. As a result of the study, the influencing factor on nursing students' perceived attitude toward
professional responsibility for child abuse was perceived behavioral control, and the influence power of
variables was 13.6%. Based on the results of this study, it is thought that an educational program should
be developed to build an environment to improve nursing students' perceived behavioral control for
child abuse and to improve their attitude toward professional responsibility for child abuse.
