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[ Abstract ]

The purpose of this study was to understand the parents’ perceptions of the distance learning provided to students with disabilities
and to explore the demands for educational support. A survey was conducted on a total of 2,392 parents of school-age children with
disabilities. The survey questions were largely divided into the learning support to prevent educational gap, support for behavioral
and psychological difficulties, and care support for educational welfare. As a result of the study, it was found that face-to-face
education in schools was the most important to prevent the educational gap between students with disabilities, and counseling on
distance learning methods and strategies suitable for the characteristics of the disabled in connection with the Special Education
Support Center was the most necessary. As a learning support method for distance learning for students with disabilities, there was
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a high demand for individual learning support through preparatory special education teachers, and it was necessary to secure enough

learning aids and assistive technology devices to be used appropriately when needed. In addition, psychological counseling and

educational support for students with disabilities were requested, and there were demands for development of care programs suitable

for the characteristics of the disabled and assignment of dedicated personnel. Based on the results of this study, this study suggested

implications for students with disabilities to bridge the learning gap and provide educational support due to distance learning.
