The land at the corner of the block gave reason for planning the shape of
amass that emerged in form. Bright granite was placed on the first floor to
enhance the relative sense of richness on the upper solid mass of the red

brick. We used the same granite on the podium for the window sill and

lintel of the opening to give a lively rhythm to the facade. We tried to make

a stable but vivid scene through the combination of red brick and granite,
In addition, we intended to form a polygonal polyhedron like a red jewel,
combining a flat cut edge and a vertical displacement of a pitched roof,
Although it is a land with an inherent limitation that it is located in a
housing site development district, we hope to unravel diverse stories of
lives with a rich scent.
