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Abstract The purpose of this study was to find out view on the teaching profession of teachers
working in early childhood education and to find ways to support teachers in the field.
Data were collected through telephone interviews with 16 teachers at private
kindergartens and daycare centers in Chungnam and Daejeon. As a result of the
research, active support is needed to form a teaching profession based on an
understanding of the profession. In addition, there is a need to create an atmosphere
that can improve the perception of the teaching profession in society, as well as
institutional mechanisms to ensure that the teaching authority can be adequately
established. Various programmes related to the formation of the right teaching profession
to develop an understanding of the profession of pre-school teachers should be provided
as retraining to teachers in the field.
