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The Effects of Early Childhood Teachers’ Perception of Children’s Right and
Teachers’ Right on Their Implementation of Respect for Children’s Right
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Abstract The purpose of the study was to find out the effect of early childhood teachers’ perception of young
children’s right and teachers’ right on their implementation of respect for young children’s right. For this, a
questionnaire survey was conducted on 355 early childhood teachers working at early childhood education
institutions in the Seoul metropolitan area. Collected data were analyzed with Pearson’s correlation analysis and
multiple regression analysis using SPSS 24.0. As a result, the higher the level of early childhood teachers’
perception on young children’s right and teachers’ right, the higher the level of their implementation of respect
for young children’s right. In addition, early childhood teachers’ perception of young children’s right and
teachers’ right were found to be predictable variables on their implementation of respect for young children’s
right. Based on the results, we suggest a need to enhance early childhood teachers’ perception not only on
young children’s right but also on teachers’ right to enhance their implementation of respect for young

children’s right.
