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The Effect of Bioethics Awareness and Patient-Centered Care
on Attitude of Terminal Care of Hospice Nurses
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[ Abstract ]

This study was conducted to identify the influences of bioethics awareness and patient-centered care on attitude of terminal care
of hospice nurses. The participants were 145 nurses working in hospice care center of hospitals in Korea. Data were collected during
May and June in 2018 and were analyzed with descriptive statistics, t-test, one way ANOVA, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and
multiple hierarchecal regression analysis using SPSS 24.0 program. Attitude of terminal care was influenced by hospice special-
ist certification (f=.15, p=.031), bioethics awareness (f=-.24, p=.003), and patient-centered care (§=.36, p<.001) in the regression
model. These variables explained 36.9% of attitude of terminal care. In order to improve the attitude of terminal care of hospice
nurses, programs for improving patient-centered care competence including bioethics awareness should be provided.
