Abstract This study seeks to develop efficient strategies for the implementation of lifelong education programs
designed for individuals with disabilities in Gongju City. The primary focus is on creating a community-based
lifelong learning environment. A comprehensive survey was conducted targeting 61 guardians with experience in
lifelong education for individuals with disabilities in Gongju City.

The findings of the study suggest a holistic strategy for the establishment of lifelong education programs for
individuals with disabilities. This plan emphasizes the significance of tailored lifelong education programs that
cater to the varying levels of disability, characteristics, and needs present within this demographic. Furthermore,
it argues for the development of a functional system that considers the needs of both individuals with
disabilities and their caregivers throughout the design and implementation stages of lifelong education initiatives.
